2. Please write a separate check for each camp you want your child to attend (not including the materials fees)
payable to ANCS. In the "memo" section of you check note "Summer Camp and your child's name".
Registration forms and payments are to be given to the instructor.

3. When applicable, please write separate checks for material fees payable directly to the appropriate instructors.
Materials fee must be paid at the time of registration, prior to the first class session.

4. Attach checks to the individual registration form and return to the Camp instructor.

The Program and Instructors

The ANCS Summer Camp Program is sponsored and administered by Atlanta Neighborhood Charter School. Instructors
are ANCS staff and parents who are sharing their professional talents and hobbies with students. Other instructors teach

classes professionally throughout the Grant Park area. All Summer Camp instructors have presented evidence they have

been fingerprinted and completed a security screening.

Refunds and Make-ups

If the ANCS Summer Camp instructor does not notify you, you can assume your child is in the camp for which you
registered. Once a child has been accepted into the Summer Camp Program, there are no refunds. If the camp is
cancelled due to low enrollment, or if your child does not get into a camp due to over enrollment, the instructor will notify
you and you will receive a full refund. There are no make-up classes for those missed due to student absence.

Behavior Policy
oo Students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner that shows respect for the feelings, rights and property
of others. Students will be given an initial warning and their parents/guardian will be notified at the time of the
first disciplinary problem. Students will be permanently dismissed from class with a repeat offense.
oo In case of a disciplinary dismissal, no refund will be given.
